Abortion Response
Our best response to questions on abortion is to point out the extreme positions of pro-choice candidates who 
oppose protecting infants who survive a failed abortion and support late term abortions.
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Question Text
Would you ROTATE oppose or support END ROTATION ensuring a baby who survives a failed abortion receives the same 
care as a baby born pre-maturely at the same age?

Methodology
Interviews were conducted January 12 through January 14, 2020 by live telephone, including landlines (29%) and cell 
phones (71%). Interviews include 500 Likely Voters (LVs) across Oregon. Quotas on age, gender, education, ethnicity, 
party registration and region were used to ensure a representative distribution. The study’s margin of error is ±4%.
